If we have room in 
our program, arrangements will be made for you to drop off the cat or for a volunteer to meet you. We ask that you bring 
copies of all veterinary records and any other necessary paperwork at that time. To expedite the process, you can e-mail 
photos of your animal to admissions@faircares.org. Please include the animal’s name in the subject line and your name 
in the body of the e-mail.
